Part IV Conference Planning
Review Draft Agenda
Committee members discussed a draft of the agenda for the May 19, 2010, conference and agreed to the following:
Dr. Charles E. Stewart who manages the advanced life support training program at the School of Community Medicine will be contacted by Brandi King about speaking during the 1:00 to 1:45 session.

Dr. Jose Pliego’s presentation was moved to the 9:00 a.m. session, immediately follow the keynote address.

Dr. Daniel Raemer’s session on debriefing was moved to the last session of the day at 3:00 p.m.  

Pre-Conference Discussion 

At the last meeting, committee members agreed that a half-day, hands-on session for a select group of participants (with varied experience levels) would be the focus of a pre-conference held on the afternoon of May 18.
Committee members agreed that a maximum of 7-8 participants per mannequin would provide individual attention.
A pre-conference planning committee consisting of Bud Abbott, Sheila Crow, Cheryl Dixon, Rush Goodson, Megan McClintock, and Sheryl McLain was formed. A teleconference meeting was planned for the near future.

Honorariums

A written policy regarding keynote speaker fees and honorariums will be drafted for future use. Committee members agreed that a pre-conference honorarium of $500 for instate speakers/facilitators was reasonable.
CEs

A draft of an evaluation form was included in the meeting packets and was approved by committee members. It will be submitted to J. R. Polzien for further consideration as a single form for use by OHCWC and for Oklahoma Nurses Association (ONA) continuing education process.

Dr. Steve Eddy, Director of Continuing Medical Education (CME), proposed offering credit for Doctors of Osteopathy through the Oklahoma State University Health Sciences Center, Tulsa.
Note:  On November 3, Dr. Eddy and Rob Robertson, CME Program Coordinator, met at OHCWC to discuss logistics and to outline the steps necessary for offering CME.
Brandi King will seek information about the procedure for offering CE to conference participants from the field of Emergency Medical Service (EMS). Sherri Givens mentioned that CE requirements for EMS should be less stringent than those for nursing and should be relatively easy in terms of process. 
Other – Update on the Statewide Simulator Inventory
Distribution of a survey designed to inventory the types of simulators in use and their locations has been sent to schools of nursing. At the present time, only seven schools have participated, and input is needed from 55 more schools. Kammie Monarch will circulate the survey a second time and report the findings to OHCWC. Patient care environments will be surveyed in the near future through the directors of educational departments at hospitals and others. 
Next Steps
Brandi King offered to ask Dr. Stewart to be a presenter and to provide a template for speakers’ objectives that has been used in the past at their facility. She also plans to check with the Tulsa Doubletree and Courtyard Marriott Hotels for room rates for both speakers and conference participants.
Sheila Crow offered to contact Lydia Forsythe at the OU Health Sciences Center about replacing Jaye Hall on the workshop planning committee and serving on the pre-conference planning committee.

OHCWC will contact J. R. Polzien to request a review of the combined evaluation form.
